Please have the clients bring all required paperwork per the local rules -- (including their Financial Information Statement, tax returns for 2 years, bank statements for 2 years and credit card statements for 2 years, 2-3 current paystubs & health insurance cards) along anything else they feel is relevant. 
7. 
Before attending mediation, it is often helpful to consider a person’s best day in court and their worst day in court. 
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
